Chizf Justice John Roberts
Ir., reacting to news reports
of an unprecedentsd leaked
draft opinion averniling o
key abartion rights decisions,
sald he has directed the L5

leak.

Roberts, In an extraoedi-
nary statement on Tuesday,
called the leak, first reparted
by Politico, "a singular and =gre-
glous breach® of trust "that Is
an affront to the court and the
community of public servants
who work here”

Although the report of the
dralt opinion in Dobbs v, Jack-
son Women's Health Crganiza-
tiom Is "authentic, it does not
represent a decishon by the
court or the final position of
any memberon the issues nthe
case,” according to a stabement
released by the court

Roberts, in his cwn state
me=nt, sald: *To the extent this
betrayal of the confidences
of the court was intended to
undermine the int=grity of our
aperations, it will not sucossd.
Thee work af the court will mot
b affected in any way. We at
thecourtare blessed to havea
war o e—peermanent &m
ees and law clerks allkbe—
Inbensshy lowal to the instihation
and dedicated to the rule of las.,
Court employees have an exsem-
plary and important tradition of

the confidentiality of
the judiclal process and uphold-
Ing the trust of the court.”

The 88-page draft opinion,
written by Justice Sﬂ.mP.‘uIAJ)-
to, was marksd as & ® 1st Draf™
and was circulated among the
Justices on Feb, 10, Arguments
In Dobbs were held in Decem-
ber. The draft opinion would
overrule the landmark abor-
tion rights precedents, Roe v
Wade, a 7-2 declsion In 1972,
